Visa information

All international students applying to study in
Australia must have a student visa unless they
have an alternative visa that enables them to
study full-time. Your student visa will allow you
to work up to 48 hours every 2 weeks.

When applying for a student visa, you must
meet the Genuine Student requirement criteria
(immi.homeaffairs.gov.au/visas/getting-
a-visa/visa-listing/student-500/genuine-
student-requirement) and have sufficient
funds to pay your tuition fees, living costs
(and the living costs of any dependants,

if applicable) for the duration of your studies.
